@® How to leave and sort garbage with “Designated garbage bags”
» Garbage to use designated bags

 Burnable garbage: Kitchen garbage, Plastics, Rubber, Leather, Clothes,
and Non-Recyclable papers
(width and height shorter than 50cm)

% Wood and branches can be cut short, tied together, and left without bags.

- Non-burnable garbage: Small electrical items, Metals, Ceramic tableware,
Glass, and Light bulbs
(width and height shorter than 30cm)

X Dangerous garbage such as spray cans should be left in transparent bags.

% Umbrellas or fluorescent lights that cannot be put in bags can be left without

bags. Florescent lights should be wrapped with paper such as newspapers.

% Please check the box marked "F¥8 1 which means non-burnable, on the garbage

bags.

» Garbage you do not use designated bags

- Recyclable garbage: Papers, Cans, Glass bottles, and PET bottles
X Leave them at the collection point in the same way as now.
» The rules for designated bags

- Although you can put small garbage bags all together inside the designated bags,

reduce the number of bags as much as possible.
- Do not leave your garbage in cardboard boxes without designated bags.
- Do not use other types of garbage bags.
+ Do not mix burnable and non-burnable garbage in one bag.

- Please divide burnable and non-burnable garbage at the collection point even

when they are collected on the same day.

- Non-burnable garbage should be marked on the garbage bags and left at the

collection point.
- Garbage that does not follow the rules will not be collected.
